QUALIFICATIONS

● Must be a declared Graphic Design major (or a closely related field) with extensive

subject matter expertise, practical experience, and academic accomplishments.

● Must maintain a strong academic and behavioral record in their current educational

institution.

● Demonstrated enthusiasm for mentoring and educating students from urban

backgrounds.

The apprenticeship program requires Lead Instructors to begin with a staff orientation during

the week of June 11 - 14, 2024.
